By transferring your membership (‘lines’) from a 
congregation you  were a member of to our 
congregation. You will need to ask the Roll Keeper of your 
former Church to send you the certificate. Then hand  in 
the paperwork to our Roll Keeper, Minister, or to the 
Church  Office. 

III. Admission by Resolution of the Kirk Session. If you’re not 
sure where your membership lies, or you come from 
another Christian tradition, the Kirk Session can formally 
admit you into membership.
